               Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:

               Adopt 2022 Budget: A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to adopt       
               the proposed 2022 budget as presented and levy the proposed taxes at $335,963.62.   Motion carried.

Spruce Street Final Payout: Garth Shambeau from Ayres Associates presented the final payout for the Spruce Street Project in the amount of $173,103.84.  Boehne did ask why there was not a change order for the concrete steps that were placed in the north side of Spruce Street and 5th Avenue S.  Shambeau will have a change order completed before the payment is submitted.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to approve the final pay request of $173,103.84 providing the change order is submitted.  Motion carried.

Spruce Street Subdivision Approval: Garth Shambeau from Ayres stated that the Spruce Street Subdivision plot was sent in for approval by the State.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the plat approval.  Motion carried.
Viking Flying Club Property Transfer:  Patrick Halama from the Viking Flying Club has requested to obtain a piece of land 80’ X 560’ to the north of the existing buildings.  They have a member that is planning on constructing a new hanger and would need more land to make this feasible.  There was discussion on the Personal Property bills and how they are calculated on leased land.  Loken will do some research and let the board know the findings.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to table until the December Board Meeting.  Motion carried.
