The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, April 11, 2022.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Stendahl, Rindal and Bjerke. Thompson and Nelson were absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on March 14, 2022, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Kerwin Peterson addressed the board regarding trucks using jake brakes in front of his house located at 657 Elm Street.  A few of the logging trucks continually use them and it is very disturbing.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to approve putting up signage regarding no jake brakes to avoid this from happening.  Motion carried. 
Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:  
a. Election Update:  Loken reported that there were 95 voters at the Spring Election which is a 15% turnout of the registered voters in the Village of Strum.  With the new voting machine, things went really well, and it was very efficient.  
B. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Brenden Pagel:  729 Elm Street – Fence Permit – A motion made by Stendahl and seconded by Rindal to approve the fence permit.  Motion carried.
b. Chad Rosman:  326 W Hickory Street – 30’X40’ Garage – A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Recycling Committee:
a. The hours of the recycling center were brought up again and it will be discussed at the next committee meeting.
B. Public Welfare:

a. Update of Spangberg Field – The light pole is up, and the new set of lights will be put up in the next week.  There will be a meeting scheduled next week to go over the procedures for the different users of the field.
C. Personnel Committee:
a. Flexible Time Off sheet was reviewed.
D. Miscellaneous:

a. ARPA Funds: At the April meeting, the Village Trustees were to brainstorm on some ideas on where specific areas need things.  Bjerke brought up adding metal picnic tables and also a new set of bleachers at Spangberg Field.  Berge brought up a smart board for the library to be used for other organizations throughout the village, adding power outlets to the light poles for decorations, upgrading the Spangberg Field lights, adding a concrete walking trail in Woodland Park, adding an addition on to the pavilion at Woodland Park.  Stendahl had ideas of raising the existing pavilion and constructing a new one at Walnut Park, a new pavilion by the golf course and a splash pad.  Boehne had ideas of adding more radio read meters to the water department.  After much discussion, a motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to approve the funds to be allocated for a new set of metal bleachers for Spangberg Field, to lay a concrete path from the pavilion to the parking lot in Woodland Park and to put an addition on the existing pavilion at Woodland Park.  Motion carried.
b. Crystal Lake District:  Ayres Associates did not have any information to share at this time.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5728 thru 5772.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to adjourn at 8:07 p.m.  Motion carried.
