MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE

April 13, 2015
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, April 13, 2015.

Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  Also attending were Village employees Craig Moltzau and Brad Olson. The following board members were present: Gerritts, Thompson, Nelson, Bjerke, Gilbertson and Taylor.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on March 9, 2015, as printed. Motion carried.
Appearances by Citizens and Others: 
Reports from Officers:
A. Police Chief: Nothing to report.
B. Zoning Commissioner: 
a. JB Grangaard:  A building permit was submitted for a new home located at 149 Aspen Court.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Gerritts to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
b. Stacy & Tracy Allen:  A building permit was submitted for a shed located at 321 Walnut Street.  A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

C. Clerk:  
a. Operator’s License:   Nathan A. Eppers – Viking Golf & Dine - A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Nelson to approve an Operator’s License.  Motion carried.

Reports from Committees:

A. Personnel:  
a. Update from meeting on April 9, 2015:  Personnel Committee met and went through job descriptions.  They will be working on updating the Employee Handbook and revising job descriptions.  There was also discussion on making more definite job titles as well as is it needed to have everyone at the monthly board meetings.  They will follow up with more meetings.
B. Finance:  Nothing to report.
C. Public Works:  
a. 2015 Street Projects Update:  A Pre-Construction Meeting was held on April 10th to discuss the upcoming project.  Haas & Sons would like to start on Monday, May 4, 2015.  Ayres submitted an Amendment of Agreement increasing the project by $36,000.00 for engineering fees.  A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Nelson to approve the Amendment of Agreement allowing additional engineering from Ayres & Associates.  Motion carried.
D. Public Safety: Nothing to report.
E. Public Welfare: 
a. Parks & Recreation Committee Meeting:  There was discussion of Crystal Lake Park playground.  The approximate total for the playground is $29,110 which would include a park bench.  Taylor applied for two grants which the village did receive.  One was a $15,000 grant from KaBoom and the other was the CAPEX county grant in the amount of $20,000.  This will be split and used for the Crystal Lake Park playground and the basketball court at Walnut Park.  Motion was made by Gilbertson to approve the playground with the benches for Crystal Lake Park and seconded by Thompson.  Taylor abstained.  Motion carried.  During the meeting on April 9th, they set a build day for Crystal Lake Park playground for Friday, June 12th.  There was also discussion of a park bench project.  The park benches would be made of recycled plastic.  They would be able     to be purchased by individuals as memorials and have an engraved plate placed on them.  The approximate cost of these would be $600.  In regards to Walnut Park, Craig will be removing the current basketball court and hoops.  There were two quotes for the replacement of the court.  A quote for blacktop by Oium was $10,071 and $10,200 for concrete from Ellifson.  A motion was made by Nelson to remove the existing blacktop and replace it with a 50’ X 74’ concrete court by Ellifson.  Taylor abstained.  Motion carried.  The Parks Committee will also be looking at doing a Geese Round-Up during mid-summer.  We will also be having a Community Clean-up Day on May 9th within the village.  The baseball concession stand moving costs were paid for by Barry & Melissa Christiansen.  The village will need to level off the ground and help with the placing of the concession stand at the final location.
b. Viking Golf & Dine:  The financials were not submitted.  Bob Schlink repaired the brush hog and paid for the parts to fix it.  The total bill was $1282.00.  A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Thompson to reimburse Bob Schlink for the total amount.  Motion carried.
F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report:  Nothing to report.
H. Joint Sewage Commission:  
a. WET Test/North American Fly:  Brad Olson reported that every two years the DNR requires the sewer plant to perform a WET Test.  We failed the test the test this past month.  The DNR requires that the test be done two more times within a 90 day period.  Brad had spoken to NAF and they are currently not sending waste to the plant.  If we retest and fail, the DNR will put us in a mandatory testing stage and the costs of that are up to $30,000.  Brad will report at a later date to keep the board informed.
I. Miscellaneous: 
a. Village Hall Break-in on March 22, 2015:  The Village Hall was broke into the early morning hours of March 22.  They took the cash recycling deposit that was on the clerk’s desk as well as broke into the file drawers and cabinets to take petty cash.  The approximate amount that was taken was a little over $300.  That same time period, the library and TCC was broken into as well.  All that was taken was cash.  Chief Marsolek received two quotes on security systems and that will be discussed at a later date.

b. Resignation:  Village Trustee Tom Gilbertson gave his resignation from the Village Board which will be in effect on May 13, 2015.

Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries: A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries. Check #’s 36723 thru 36787. Motion carried.
Adjournment: A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Thompson to adjourn at 9:10 p.m. Motion carried.
