MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE

April 8, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, April 8, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, and Stendahl.  Windjue, Booth and Nelson were absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on March 11, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Zach Olson & Renita Caponigro:  Olson & Caponigro appeared before the board to discuss the water issue with their property and the culvert that is on 4th Avenue.  With the snow and rain that was received the water was too much for the culvert and backed up in their basement.  They stated that the culvert is not big enough to handle all of the water.  Brad Olson stated that snow was moved on their property and that was blocking the culvert entrance.  He also stated that under normal circumstances, this situation would not happen.  The board suggested that we do some checking to see what can be done to revert the water towards the drainage area.

B. Viking Golf & Dine:  Melissa was inquiring if the ash trees on the golf course could be left until next fall.  Brad Olson had planned on starting them when time permitted next fall.  The upright cooler needs to be replaced pursuant to the state inspector.  Melissa will need to get bids on both new and used upright coolers and provide the board with prices.  
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Jeremy Hanson, 202 Elm Street:  Building permit to install a fence.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed.  The Public Works employees are using accumulated hours the best they can.
B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  A bid opening was held on March 26, 2019 and the lowest bid came in from Haas Sons, Inc.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to include the alternate bid #2 to include Cedar Street and 4th Avenue, for the total amount of $576,664.81.  Motion carried.
C. Public Safety:
a. On-Site Storage Container Ordinance:  Discussion of the attached ordinance would require an application submitted to the board for approval.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Gerritts to adopt the 2nd reading of Ordinance 2019-2 Chapter 1 Section 49-199
On-Site Storage Containers

Section 49-199

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Chapter is to protect the public health, safety, and welfare, and promote positive aesthetics on residential properties in the Village of Strum. This will be done so by regulating the placement of On-Site Storage Containers that are designed, and more suitable, for use as commercial storage, or for the transportation of goods or other cargo. 
2. Definitions. For the purpose of this Chapter, the term “On-Site Storage Container shall mean: 

a. Any container or vessel originally designed for, or used in, the packing, storage, shipping, movement or transportation of cargo, freight, goods, equipment or commodities; and/or

b. Any container or vessel designed to be, or capable of being, mounted or moved by rail, truck, or ship by means of being mounted on a chassis or other transport device, including portable on-site storage containers, or units having similar characteristics;

c. Any railroad cars, truck vans, converted mobile homes, trailers, recreational vehicles, bus bodies, vehicles, and similar pre-fabricated items originally built for purposes other than the storage of goods and materials;

3. Restrictions on On-Site Storage Containers on Residential Properties.

a. No On-Site Storage Container shall be permitted in any residentially-zoned district of the Village, or on any property within the Village for residential purposes. 

b. An On-Site Storage Container shall not be considered to be an “accessory building” under 48-249. 

c. Notwithstanding the provisions set forth in subsection (a) of this section, the temporary placement of portable On-Site Storage Containers on residentially-zoned properties, or on properties the primary use of which are residential, for the limited purpose of temporary storage to accommodate a move, a remodeling project, or the clean-up of a casualty loss, shall be permitted for a period of time not exceeding sixty (60) days in any one calendar year. 

d. Notwithstanding the provisions set forth in subsection (a) of this section, licensed and bonded contractors may use On-Site Storage Containers for the temporary location of an office, or the temporary storage of equipment, and/or materials during construction which is taking place on the property where the Container is located, if the use of the Container is authorized pursuant to a village building permit as discussed below. 

4. Permit Required. 

a. A building permit is required prior to placement of an On-Site Storage Container larger than 100 square feet in the area that is otherwise allowed under this Ordinance. The proposed On-Site Storage Container must be accessory to the permitted use of the property, and shall meet the setback requirements of the underlying zone. 

b. On-Site Storage Containers shall not be stacked above the height of a single container. 

c. On-Site Storage Containers shall not be used for any advertising purpose and shall be kept free of all alpha numeric signage and writing. 

d. As a condition of placement, On-Site Storage Containers may be required to be fenced or screened from abutting properties and/or rights-of-way pursuant to the provisions of the underlying zoning regulations. 

e. On-Site Storage Containers shall be in an approved designated area and on the same property as the principal use and be included in the calculation of overall lot usage. 

f. On-Site Storage Containers shall not occupy required off-street parking, loading, or landscaping areas. 

g. Materials stored within Storage Containers are subject to inspection and approval by local and state fire officials. 

5. Violation-Penalties. 

a. A violation of the provisions of this Chapter shall be deemed to be a municipal infraction and subject to enforcement and remedial action as permitted thereunder. 

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.
