MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

April 9, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, April 9, 2018.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Stendahl and Booth.  Nelson was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Windjue to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on March 12, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others: 

A. Dave Bjorklund addressed the board regarding the denial of him having the fire department burn the pine trees and brush he has in his front yard.  Bjorklund stated that there were others that were allowed to burn and he feels like he should be allowed to as well.  The Village Board stated that there have been recent concerns and changes that have occurred to not allow any burning.  He was informed that he would need to have the brush hauled away.
B. Strum-Unity Fire Department Chief Greg Rindal appeared to notify the board that they have gained more territory and will now service the Town of Clear Creek.  They have given financial support to the department and they will be able to recruit more fire fighters to the department.  The department was able to purchase new extrication equipment with the funds received.  There will be a demonstration at the high school on April 27th at 1:00 pm. 
Reports from officers:
C. Police Chief:  Nothing to report.
D. Zoning Commissioner:  
a. Wayne Olson – 327 Elm Street:  Building permit to construct a new 24’X32’ garage.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Booth to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

b. Dale Pederson – 407 Pine Street:  Building permit to construct a 12”X12” addition to the house.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

E. Clerk:  
a. Operator’s License:  Samantha N. Lund – M & M Bar – A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gerritts to approve an Operator’s License.  Motion carried.
b. Temporary Class “B” License:  Beef River Bullfrogs – A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the liquor license.  Motion carried.
c. Spring Election Update:  The Spring Election was held on Tuesday, April 3rd.  There were 230 voters which made the turnout to be approximately 40%.  The Village Trustees that were on the ballot, Josh Stendahl, Kaylene Windjue and Matthew Nelson, were all re-elected. 
d. UW-Green Bay Institute:  Loken received an invitation from UW-Green Bay to instruct two classes at the Institute this coming July.  Both classes will be on elections and expenses will be covered by UW-Green Bay.
Reports from Committees:

A. Finance:  Nothing to report.
B. Personnel: Nothing to report.
C. Public Works: There have been a few street lights that have been out since December.  Boehne inquired as to when they would be fixed.  The Public Works Department will make some calls to get them fixed as soon as possible.
D. Public Safety:  
a. There was a committee meeting to discuss possible changes to the building regulations regarding building dimensions.  Some clarification on what the current ordinance reads.  There will be another meeting scheduled to work on the recommendations to the ordinance.
E. Public Welfare:  

a. The Public Welfare Committee met on April 5th to discuss the Campground Manager’s Agreement, computer upgrade and to purchase reservation software.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to proceed with the purchase of new software.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to proceed with the purchase of a new laptop not exceeding $500.00.  Motion carried.  
F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report: Thompson reported that a meeting was held on April 4th and there was discussion on terms limits of board members.  There was nothing changed, just discussion.
H. Joint Sewage Commission:  Nothing to report.
I. Miscellaneous:  
a. There was discussion on if there would be summer help this year. There needs to be an individual that will water the hanging flower baskets on the weekends.  During the week it can be done by the Public Works Department. 
b. Paint was picked up for the painting of the Community Room.  Painting will start by the end of the week.
