MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE

August 12, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, August 12, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Windjue, Nelson and Stendahl.  Heidenreich was absent.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on July 8, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Crystal Lake Nursing Home – JHM Enterprise:  Jack came to inform the Village Board that the former nursing home was in the process of being sold.  The interested party is from Illinois and will be having a 22 unit assisted living facility.  Once al the proper inspections are completed, the sale will be final.  A startup date has not yet been set.

B. Cardinal Manufacturing - Weed Harvesting:  Craig Cegeilski could not be at the meeting, so Stendahl reported on his behalf, that Cardinal Manufacturing had received a grant and will be developing a weed harvesting machine that could be used in Crystal Lake.  This will be a project for the next few years and Cegeilski would like to be able to work with the Village of Strum in helping control the weeds in the lake.

Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Richard Hanson – 305 Birch Street:  Building permit to enclose his deck.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

b. David Brantner – 539 – 5th Ave N:  Building permit to build a 24’X36’ garage.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

c. Greg Libersky – 309 W Hawthorn Street:  Building permit to build a 14’X30’ garage.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
d. Bill Smith – 807 Elm Street:  Building permit to build a 32’X34’ garage.  Discussion was that this would be fine once the permit was submitted.
B. Police Chief:
a. Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over:  The Strum Police Department is going to be participating in the statewide Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over campaign starting August 16 through September 2.  
Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed.  Employees have vacations planned in the months of September and October.
b. Personnel Committee will be setting up Employee Reviews for the month of September.

B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Gareth Shambeau from Ayres Associates had submitted the third pay request from Haas & Son. This makes payment for approximately 95% of the project.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the payment request in the amount of $79,320.75.  Motion carried.
b. Storm Sewer Error:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to deny the payment for storm sewer on Cedar Street that was inadvertently installed during the construction.  Motion carried.
C. Public Safety:
a. Laundromat Building:  In previous meetings, there have been discussions on the condition of the laundromat building.  Currently, it is being renovated with new windows and siding.  

D. Public Welfare:  

a. The SPARC group had funds left that needed to be dispersed.  A check was deposited into the parks account for future park repairs.
E. Finance:
a. Committee scheduled a meeting and discussed the lake dredging.  Thompson stated that Ayers Associates will be getting back to the committee with the costs of the project.

F. Solid Waste Management:
ORDINANCE # 32-95 SOLID WASTE HAULER LICENSE  

Sec. 12-1763 – Solid Waste or Recyclable Hauler License.

In applying for a Village of Strum Solid Waste or Recyclable Hauler License, applicant agrees that compliance by the applicant with the following shall be a condition of the issuance of and the continuation of the license:

(1)
Compliance with all ordinances, rules and regulations whether in existence at the time of issuance of the license or enacted subsequent thereto, which ordinances include, but specifically are not limited to, the Village of Strum Recycling Ordinance.  

(2) 
All solid waste handled by the licensee, which is generated at the Strum/Unity Recycling Center or within the Village of Strum, must be transported to the LaCrosse County RFD facility in accordance with the terms of the existing contract between the Village of Strum and Township of Unity and LaCrosse County; or to such other facilities as Strum/Unity shall designate or agree upon.  This does not include demolition refuse.  Licensee must submit to the Village of Strum Clerk an annual report of total tonnage hauled to landfill or incinerator complexes.

(3)
Licensee is required to comply with and inform their clients and customers of state and local recycling law requirements.  These requirements and information can be included in billings, garbage bag packages, or direct mail.  Recyclables cannot be included in garbage bags dropped off at the recycling center or at curbside pickup.

(4) 
Licensee must maintain on file a copy of the license and any rules, ordinance or regulations from Strum/Unity given to it.  Haulers must carry liability insurance.

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.
