MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING
VILLAGE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE

August 13, 2018
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, August 13, 2018.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Booth, Nelson and Stendahl.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on July 9, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others: 

A. Options on the Strum Elementary School:  Representing the Eleva-Strum School District was Craig Semingson, Dan Wallery and Craig Marsolek.  They appeared to discuss the options of the Strum Elementary School.  The options that were presented to the board was to sell the property “as is” on the open market, sell the property for a nominal amount to the Village of Strum, or to raze the building and sell the vacant land.  If the land was redeveloped it may have to be rezoned.  The village will discuss the option of purchasing the school at a later date.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Update on Bullfrog Estates Plan Addition:  The Village received an email from Gareth Shambow from Ayres Associates regarding the Preliminary Plat Review.  The plat will need to be rezoned, the new ordinance published and a Public Hearing will need to be held.  Once this is done, a new building permit will need to be submitted for the twin homes.  The Village will draft a letter setting out the requirements.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the Preliminary Plat submitted by Ayres Associates on August 13, 2018, omitting d., e. ii., g., i., j., and k with the approval of the ordinance.  Motion carried.   
B. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License:  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Windjue to approve the following.  Motion carried.
i. Elizabeth F. Olson – Foolish Pleasure
ii. Martha E. Peterson – Foolish Pleasure
iii. Karla J. Knudtson – Foolish Pleasure
iv. Nicole L. Nelson – Foolish Pleasure
Committees:  
A. Personnel:
a. Personnel Committee has reviewed the applications that were submitted for the open Public Works position.  They will be scheduling interviews Tuesday, August 21st and Wednesday, August 22nd.  There will be six candidates interviewed.
B. Finance:  
a. There were two bids on the Village Hall/Garage Roof that needs repair.  The bids were from Mauer Roofing and Bertrang Roofing.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Gerritts to accept the bid from Mauer Roofing to include gutters and to be done in 2019.  Motion carried.
C. Public Safety:
a. The committee had a meeting and drafted a Commercial/Business Appearance Code Ordinance that will be included in the B-1, B-2 and B-3 districts.  A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the presented ordinance.  Motion carried.
Sec. 48-278
 Commercial Building/ Business Appearance Ordinance
(a)  Minimum Standards. No person shall occupy as owner, own, or be in control of any vacant commercial building and/or business which is not safe, clean, sanitary, and fit for the public, and which does not comply with the particular requirements of the following: 

(1)  Every exterior wall, eave, soffit, trim, and similar surface shall be free of deterioration, holes, breaks, and loose or rotting board or timbers. 

(2)  Structures with exterior materials that require paint or stain to control decay or deterioration, or that have been painted or stained, should have paint or stain applied at regular intervals to exterior building surfaces. When a wall, eave, soffit, trim, or similar surface on any side of a building has more than 30 percent deterioration of its finished surface, it shall be painted or stained. 

(3)  All cornices, moldings, lintels, sills, oriel windows, and similar projections shall be kept in good repair free from cracks and defects which make them hazardous or unsightly. 

(4)  Roof surfaces shall be tight and have no defects which admit water. All roof drainage systems shall be secured, hung properly, and in good repair. 

(5)  Chimneys, antennas, air vents, and other similar projections shall be structurally sound and in good repair. Such projections shall be secured properly, where applicable, to an exterior wall or exterior roof. 

(b)  Abandoned commercial building and/or businesses. The owner of any abandoned commercial building and/or business or his authorized agent shall:

(1)  Cause all services and utilities to be discontinued or disconnected from said commercial building and/or business; 


(2)  Lock all exterior doors and windows of said commercial building and/or business;

(3)  Maintain such commercial building and/or business so that its foundation, floors, windows, walls, doors, ceilings, roof, porches, and stairs shall be reasonably weather tight, waterproof, rodent proof, structurally sound, and in good repair such that they comply with subsection (a) of this section. 

(c)  Nuisances. The interior and exterior of vacant and abandoned commercial buildings and/or businesses shall be maintained in a nuisance-free condition.

· Sec. 40-107. –Violation; penalty. 

Any person who violates any provision of this article or any provision of any rules or regulations adopted pursuant to authority granted by this article shall, upon conviction thereof, forfeit no less than $25.00 or more than $500.00 together with the costs of prosecution, and every day of violation shall constitute a separate offense.

· Sec. 40-108. –Prevailing regulations. 
In any case where a provision of this article is to be in conflict with a provision of any zoning, building, fire, safety, or health ordinance, the provision which established the higher standard for the promotion and protection of the health and safety of the people shall prevail. In any case, where a provision of this article is found to be in conflict with a provision of any other regulations of the village which establishes a lower standard for the promotion and protection of the health and safety of the people, the provisions of this article shall be deemed to prevail, and such other regulations or codes are declared to be repealed to the extent that they may be found in conflict.

b. The police department has requested body cameras.  The committee reviewed and recommended the purchase of two cameras as it would provide extra insurance for the village.  The two cameras would be a price of approximately $1400.00.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the purchase.  Motion carried.
c. The committee drafted an R-2-1 Zero Lot Line Two-Family Residential District Ordinance that includes the setbacks for twin homes.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the presented ordinance.  Motion carried.

Sec. 48-219
R-2-1 Zero Lot Line Two-Family Residential District

(a) Purpose.
This District is intended to provide for two single family residential units attached to each other with zero lot line setback on one side (Twin Homes). They are to be built in areas served by public sewer. This will permit two single-family homes to be joined to give the appearance of a two-family dwelling. For this reason, R-2-1 lots will always be approved in sets of two. Ownership for each unit will be on separate deeds. Compliance with State of Wisconsin one and two-family Uniform Dwelling Code for attached units is required. 

(b) Permitted Uses. 
(1) Twin homes with one (1) attached or detached garage per unit. 

(2) Community living arrangements and day care centers which have a capacity for eight (8) or fewer persons. 

(3) Foster family care. 

(4) Home occupations and professional home offices per Section 48-190 (2). 

(c) Area, Height, Lot Width, and Yard Requirements. 
(1) Lot
a. Area: 
i. The Twin Home lot shall have a minimum area of 10,000 square feet, with not less than 5,000 square feet per single lot. 

ii. Twin lots shall have not less than seventy five (75) feet at the front of the twin home. 

(2) Building Height. Maximum thirty (30) feet. 

(3) Yards. 
a. Street: Minimum twenty (20) feet. 

b. Rear: Minimum ten (10) feet. 

c. Side: Minimum six (6) feet each side, with a total of twelve (12) feet between Twin Homes on adjoining lots. 

(4) Other requirements. 
a. A joint or attached driveway serving attached twin home dwellings is permitted provided covenants addressing the maintenance of such driveway are in a form approved by the Village. 

b. A minimum fire separation complying with Comm. 21.08, Wis. Admin. Code, providing a vertical separation of all areas from the lowest level to flush against the underside of the roof, is required between each dwelling unit. 

c. The plans, specifications, and construction shall require the installation and construction of separate sewer, water, and other utility services to each twin home dwelling. 

d. Both lots containing attached twin home dwellings shall be held under the same ownership until the completion of construction of the twin home dwellings. 

e. A maintenance agreement (party wall agreement), approved by the Village Zoning Administrator, shall be entered into by the owners of the attached twin home dwellings in order to ensure that equal and reasonable maintenance and repairs are performed on the attached twin home dwellings. Alternatively, provisions for maintenance of common walls may be incorporated into applicable covenants to be reviewed and approved by the Village. 

f. Easements necessary for water, sewer, and utility services and the maintenance agreement, shall be recorded with the Trempealeau County Register of Deeds. 

g. The exterior and roof materials on each attached twin home dwelling shall be of the same color, quality, and consistency. 

h. A statement shall be placed on the face of all Twin Home plats creating twin home dwelling lots stating, “When two attached, single family dwelling units are created, matters of mutual concern to the adjacent property owners, due to construction, catastrophe, and/or maintenance, shall be guarded against by private covenant and deed restrictions and the Village of Strum shall not be responsible for the same”. 
D. Joint Sewerage Commission:
a. There was an update on equipment repair at the sewer plant.  The brush mower has a shear pin that is warped and in need of repair.  The commission will schedule a meeting to discuss what needs to be done and approval of the repair.
E. Miscellaneous:  
a. The village received a 2018 Community Water Fluoridation award.  A framed award was giving to the Village as well as Brad Olson as the water operator.  This award was only given out to five communities within the State of Wisconsin.
F. Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries.  Check #’s 38946 thru 39001.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  Motion carried.
