The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, August 8th, 2022.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, Rindal and Bjerke. 
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on July 11, 2022, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. None.
Reports from officers:   

A. Clerk:
a. Loken mentioned to the board that Partisan Primary is August 9th, 2022.  The next election will be General Election on November 8th, 2022
B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Mary Steffenson – 303 – 4th Avenue S. – Building Permit:  Steffenson submitted a permit for a 32’X38’ garage.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to approve the building permit submitted.  Motion carried.
b. Tricia Thacker – 320 Maple Street – Temporary Shed:  Thacker was unable to attend; but had sent an email with a letter requesting permission to store a temporary shed on a portion of the village lot next to her house.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson granting permission to store the shed on village property until December 1, 2022.  Motion carried.

c. Village Lot:  The vacant lot on Walnut Street where the tennis courts were, was surveyed and will be sold with the adjoining lot.  
Committees:  
A. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
B. Public Welfare:

a. Spangberg Field:  Bjerke stated that there are no updates on the poles as of the date of this meeting.  Brad Olson met with East Hill Electric to discuss an estimate on the repairs to the lights and the estimate for the repairs are approximately $2,007.00.  CJ Christianson addressed the board about possible funding for the field.  The play surface, in his opinion, is in need of a lot of repairs.  He suggested that the entire field be redone.  Christianson will obtain a cost estimate and bring it back to a meeting.
C. Miscellaneous:
a. Viking Golf & Dine:  Berge spoke with Missy Evenson, and she was to be at the meeting, but was not in attendance.  Berge will talk with her and report at the next meeting.
b. Police Department Sponsorship:  Chief Marsolek spoke with Stendahl regarding the opportunity to sponsor a student in the Criminal Justice program.  This student is interested in staying in the area and would be a great candidate for the future of Strum Police Department.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to approve the Strum Police Department to sponsor the student.  Motion carried.
c. Crushed Concrete Pile:  There was discussion of the concrete pile pricing.  The cost per ton for the Village to have it crushed was $6.75. A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to sell the crushed concrete at the price of $10.00 per yard.  Motion carried.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5926 thru 5971.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to adjourn at 7:42 p.m.  Motion carried.
