MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, August 9, 2020.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, Heidenreich and Bjerke.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on July 13, 2020, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens & Others:

A. Sheriff Brett Semingson:  Sheriff Semingson spoke to the board about the changes that the Trempealeau County Sheriff’s Department has implemented recently.  He wanted the board members, and the community, to know that he is available for Trempealeau County and if there are any questions or concerns, he is always free to address them.
B. Kathy Ness:  Ness wanted to bring an idea up to the board to see if her ideas of creating a private campground, known as “Glamping”, located at 701 Elm Street.  There is approximately 6 acres of secluded area for her glamping grounds.  She would be providing tents and/or campers so there would be no traffic in and out of there other than personal vehicles.  Brad Olson will look to see what the zoning is and if it would be feasible.
C. Junior Prudlick – Rod & Gun:  Prudlick wanted to address a few things that the Rod & Gun would like to help the Village with.  They are willing to help with the cutting brush for the walking trail across from the Viking.  They are also willing to help with the beach renovations and replant pollinator.  
Reports from officers: 
Zoning Commissioner:
a. Howard Hanson – 551 Tower Drive – 12’X12’ Covered Porch: A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Personnel Committee:
a. The Flexible Time off Report was reviewed.  Personnel Committee met and went through the Public Works parks tasks that need to be done and placed them in a timeline.  They will continue to meet and create a timeline for each department.
B. Public Welfare:  
a. Rip Rap Project Update:  The portion by the campground has been completed and looks great.  Rob Herman from Quality Habitat will be submitting an invoice for the work he completed.
b. Crystal Lake Beach Improvement:  There were three estimates on the beach renovation.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the bid from Quality Habitat in the amount of $7500 and leave a 40 foot open section for the beach.  Motion carried.
C. Public Safety:

a. The committee will be scheduling a meeting to discuss ordinances.
D. Finance Committee:
a. Bid for Buffalo River WQT Project:  The Finance Committee met and agreed to recommend RM Schlosser and Sons receive the bid on the project.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the Finance Committees recommendation of RM Schlosser for the project.  Motion was carried.
E. Joint Sewer Commission:  
a. The Joint Sewer Commission met and went through a few things from the past few months.  Brad Olson did bring up that the mixer had issues and needed to be replaced.  He was given a quote in the amount of $8265.71.  This was the original mixer that was installed at the WWTP.  He will order a new one and have the old mixer rebuilt to have on hand.
F. Miscellaneous:
a. Rusty Franson spoke to a village employee and wanted to reach out to possibly purchase the small building and lot next to his lot he currently owns.  The board stated that the lots were originally purchased by the village to create off street parking in the future.

G. Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 4695 thru 4733.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Heidenreich to adjourn at 8:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
