Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Booth, Nelson and Stendahl.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Gerritts to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on November 12, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the Special Village Board Meeting held on November 29, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.
Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:
a. General Election Update:  Loken reported that 2018 Property and Personal Property tax bills are ready to be mailed out.  There are approximately 450 bills within the village.
Committees:  
A. Finance:  
a. Viking Golf & Dine, LLC:  The current lease will be up on December 31, 2018.  The Village Board was given a signed lease by Missy for the 2019 year.  She will be open the months of January and February.  She has plans of changing it up a bit to promote business in the winter.

b.  2019 Street Project:  Ayres Associates scheduled a meeting on December 20th to go through the plans for the street project.  Cedar Street may be an option to add to the project.  The project start date will be after June 1st.  
c. Sale of Lot to Trempealeau County Highway Department:  Trempealeau County Highway Department inquired on purchasing the lot adjoining the lot with the hoop salt/sand shed.  They had an appraisal done on the lot and it came back at $14,000.00.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Booth to sell the lot to Trempealeau County Highway Department for the price of $14,000.00.  Motion carried.
B. Personnel:
a. Comp Time Payout:  Motion was made by Booth and seconded by Windjue to pay out compensatory time over 40 hours for employees.  Motion carried. 
C. Public Safety:
a. Committee Meeting:   Windjue scheduled a committee meeting for Tuesday, January 8th, 2019 at 5:00 pm to address ordinances regarding storage pods and garbage hauling.  An update will be given at the January meeting. 
D. Public Welfare:

a. Update of committee meeting:  The committee met with Jeremy regarding the 2019 Seasonal Campground Agreement and the Managers Agreement.  Jeremy will sign and bring back to the Clerk’s Office.
b. Emerald Ash Borer:   Brad Olson met with the DNR to discuss the issue of the Emerald Ash Borer within the village.  They have started cutting down the infested ash trees in the campground.  At this time, there has been 36 currently down with more on the golf course and throughout town.  There are no regulations as to the disposal of the trees once they are cut down.
E. Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 39172 thru 39239.   Motion carried.
