The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, December 9, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Nelson, Heidenreich, and Stendahl.  Windjue was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A correction/addition to the November 11, 2019 minutes section of the purchase of the Strum Pharmacy are as follows:  Heidenreich stated the ordinance does not allow for first-floor dwellings and a Conditional Use Permit must be granted for second story dwelling.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on November 11, 2019, as corrected.  Motion carried.

Reports from officers:   
A. Police Chief:

a. Chief Marsolek wanted to inform the board that he is planning on going to the Governor’s Conference in Wisconsin Dells on March 9-11, 2020 for the Wisconsin Emergency Management Conference.    
Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed. 
B. Public Safety:  
a. Committee Meeting:  A Committee meeting from December 3, 2019 had discussions of agenda policy and procedures.  A listing of the current committees was suggested to be on every monthly agenda and if there is something to report, the chair would have a time to do so.  Also, there was discussion on allowing a public comment section on the agendas.  There was no motion made on this discussion.
b. Re-Zoning of Vacant Lots on Pine Street from R-1 to R-2:  A request to re-zone 2 vacant lots from R-1 to R-2 to allow duplexes to be built will have to be done in writing by the agent or property owner.  Once this is received, a Public Hearing will be set up with notification sent to surrounding property owners. 
C. Finance:
a. Viking Golf & Dine LLC Lease:  The 2020 rental lease for the Viking Golf & Dine LLC was discussed.  The question was brought up on who is responsible to the snow plowing by the golf course.  It was discussed that the village would make two paths enough for two rows of parking.  There were no other changes made to the lease.  Berge would stop over to take the lease to Melissa and inform her that we needed the insurance policy.
D. Miscellaneous:  
a. A thank you card was read from Haukeness Tax & Accounting for the plant welcoming their business to the Village of Strum.
E. Roll call vote to go into closed session pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(g) Conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or likely to become involved.
