The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, February 11, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Nelson and Stendahl.  Booth was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on January 14, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Gerritts to approve the minutes from the Village Board Caucus held on January 14, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Reports from officers:   
A. Police Chief:

a. Chief Marsolek will be participating in the Polar Plunge again this year.  It is scheduled for Sunday, February 24, 2019. 
B. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License:  Richard Merriman – Countryside Cooperative.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to approve the Operator’s License.  Motion carried.  
Committees:  
A. Finance:  
a. 2019 Property & Liability Insurance renewals were received from TriCore Insurance and also the League of Wisconsin Municipalities.  The renewal date is March 9, 2019.  There are a few changes that need to be done on the quote from the LWMMI before a decision can be made.  The board gave President Boehne the authority to make the decision when the adjusted quote comes back.
b. The 2017 Financial Documents came back from Kerber Rose.  We received quotes from Kerber Rose and Clifton Larson Allen on the 2018 audit.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Gerritts to award the audit to Clifton Larson Allen.  Motion carried.
B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Ayres Associates updated the board with the alternate bids.  There will be a Public Hearing on Monday, February 25, 2019 at 5:30 to discuss the project to the property owners.  
b. Sludge Hauling Resolution:  The State of Wisconsin has determined that sludge truck weights need to be regulated more.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to support the weight restriction resolution.  Stendahl opposed.  Motion carried.
C. Public Safety:
a. Amendment to Solid Waste Ordinance:   A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Windjue to adopt the 1st reading of Ordinance 2019-1 Chapter 1 Section 32-94 

Amendment to Solid Waste Ordinance

Section 32 – 94

Sec. 32-94, - Authorized garbage collector.


No person other than an authorized collector shall collect or interfere with any garbage after it shall have been put into a garbage receptacle and deposited in the proper place for the collector, nor shall any unauthorized person molest, hinder, delay or in any manner interfere with an authorized garbage collector in the discharge of his duties.

(A)  RECYCLABLE REFUSE COLLECTION.  No person shall engage in the business of collecting recyclables materials in the Village without first obtaining from the Village of Strum authorization to do so.  Any authorized collector shall be required to sign a contract, is expected to abide by provisions of that contract and pay the applicable fee of $250.00.

(B) SOLID WASTE COLLECTION.  No person shall engage in the business of collecting solid waste in the Village without first obtaining from the Village of Strum authorization to do so.  Any authorized collector shall be required to sign a contract, is expected to abide by provisions of that contract and pay any applicable fees.  

(C) REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION OF AUTHORIZATION.  The Village Board may revoke or suspend any authorization issued under this Ordinance for cause after hearing, and on (3) days’ notice to the person having received such authorization thereof.

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.
