The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, February 12, 2018.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Gerritts, Thompson, Booth, Stendahl and Nelson.  Windjue was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on January 8, 2018, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others: 

A. Forrest Nutter – Nutter appeared on behalf of the Lions Club, Rod & Gun Club and Fire Department.  They are interested in doubling the size of the current pavilion in Woodland Park.  The cost of the concrete and materials would be approximately $18,500.00.  This would be done at the cost of the organizations with some labor from the public works department.  

B. Strum Community Foundation appeared and would like permission to move the volleyball courts.  They are not legal size to hold league games.  They would bring in sand and do the labor to get this done.
C. Jerry Knudtson and Ron Myhers spoke on behalf of the AmVets.  They do flag burning ceremonies at Woodland Park and would like to have a flag pole installed.  There is one there that they were not aware of.  They would cover the cost of updating the pole, hooks and rope.
Reports from officers:
D. Police Chief:  
a. Chief Marsolek reported that Officer Smeija was involved in a high speed chase that ended in a large drug bust.  Other area officers from Trempealeau County and the Wisconsin State Patrol were involved in the chase that went through three different counties.

b. Chief Marsolek reported that he was participating in the Polar Plunge again this year with the Eleva-Strum National Honor Society.  This will be on February 25, 2018.
E. Zoning Commissioner:  
a. Aaron Christ, 410 Pine Street:  Building permit to place a roof over his existing deck.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

F. Clerk:  
a. Audit Update:  The auditors from Kerber Rose were here the end of January and the audit went well.  Loken is waiting for the final entries from them to close out 2017.

b. The new plow truck has been ordered from Mid-State Trucks and has been sent to Universal Truck to have the change-over done to the truck.  A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Thompson to proceed with financing through United Bank at the interest rate of 3% fixed for a five year loan.  Motion carried.

D. Public Safety:  
a. There was discussion on planning a committee meeting to discuss possible changes to the building regulations regarding additional garages.

E. Public Welfare:

a. Thompson reported that the library circulation was down 4% from last year according to the annual report for 2017.
