The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, February 13, 2023.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, Rindal and Bjerke.   
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on January 9, 2023, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Gareth Shambeau – Ayres Associates – Shambeau presented the final plans for the alley projects to be done this year.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the plans as presented.  Motion carried.
B. Tate Williams – Street Crossings – Williams works at CCU and would like to see a cross walk put in going across 5th Avenue.  He has seen numerous people cross and nearly get hit by vehicles.  Being that 5th Avenue is a county road, Olson will check with Trempealeau County Highway to see if there can be anything done.
C. Dean Pronschinske – Snowmobile Club Storage – Pronschinske stated that the snowmobile club is currently utilizing a portion of the storage shed below the dam.  Being that the entire building is not being used, he would like to ask if they can use the whole building.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Berge to approve the use of the entire building to the snowmobile club.  Motion carried.
Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk:  
a. Property Tax Collection Update:  Tax collection is complete and there were approximately $45,000.00 delinquent taxes as of January 31, 2023. 
b. Audit Update:  The auditors have completed the majority of the 2022 audit.  It was virtual again this year.  
c. Class ''A'' Fermented Malt Beverage & Class “A” Intoxicating Liquor:  Consumer’s Cooperative, d/b/a Consumer’s Cooperative Strum C-Store, 107 W. Balsam Street, Strum, WI - A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the alcohol license.  Motion carried.

d. Cigarette License:  Consumer’s Cooperative, d/b/a Consumer’s Cooperative Strum C-Store, 107 W. Balsam Street, Strum, WI - A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the cigarette license.  Motion carried.

e. Operator’s License:  Sarah A. Wolff – Foolish Pleasure Firehouse, LLC - A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the operator’s license.  Motion carried.

Committees:  
A. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
b. Hiring Part-time Officer & Police Department Staffing – Personnel Committee met and discussed a candidate that will be going through the Police Academy in May.  It is the recommendation of the committee to hire the candidate as well as another candidate to have as part-time reserve officer.  Chief Marsolek has the policy & procedures being updated and they will be completed by the time of the hiring.
B. Miscellaneous:
a. Laser Gun – Geese Abatement – Berge was informed of a laser gun that helps control geese population.  After some research and gathering information, he found one for $3,795.00.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rindal to approve the purchase of the laser gun.  Motion carried.
b. Community Room Update – Berge received a quote from Greg Libersky to complete the work in the community room.  The bid of $35,721.00 included replacing ceiling, LED lighting, stud walls and sheetrock.  A bid from Shop Howards for flooring was $19,500.00.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to proceed with the project.  Motion carried.
c. Viking Golf & Dine Update – Missy has started painting and a quote for flooring was received from Shop Howards.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the flooring in the amount of $3900.00 for the bar area.  Motion carried.
d. Highway 10 Project – Boehne and Loken attended a zoom meeting regarding the project along Highway 10.  This is scheduled to take place the Summer of 2025.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 6230 thru 6286.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to adjourn at 7:55 p.m.  Motion carried.
