MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

January 13, 2020
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, January 13, 2020.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Windjue, Heidenreich, Nelson and Stendahl.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Windjue and seconded by Nelson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on December 9, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Viking Golf & Dine, LLC:  Did not appear.
Reports from officers:   
a. Police Chief:  Chief Marsolek gave an update on the squad.  There has been numerous issues over the past 5+ weeks.  It has been in the shop and had work done to it.  The police department has utilized different vehicles from Trempealeau County Sheriff’s Department to keep the department functioning.  Chief Marsolek is asking for the board to have the consideration for a new squad when preparing the budget for 2021.
b. Clerk:
i. Picnic License:  Strum Rod & Gun Club Ice Fishing Contest February 8, 2020 - A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the Picnic License.  Motion carried.  
ii. Village Hall Rental:  Pastor Tom Kresel addressed the board about holding a Sunday morning church service in the hall.  He has been in the area for approximately 25 years and currently conducts services and counseling at the Trempealeau County Jail.  He has had the calling to start up a Baptist church in Strum and would like the board’s consideration to temporarily hold services in the Community Room until a facility becomes available for them.  He is aware of the rental charge for the room.  The board members brought up that the room is rented quite often and maybe the library would be a better fit for them.  Berge will bring it up at the next Library Board meeting and see if that would be an option.
Committees:  
A. Public Works:  
a. Fire Hydrant:  There is a fire hydrant at Hawthorn Street and 7th Avenue S. that is not working.  Olson reported that this is the older style of hydrants that we can no longer order parts for.  There are a few of this style around town and they will eventually need to be replaced when they become non-operable.  For now, Olson will tag the hydrant so the fire department knows it isn’t working properly.
B. Finance:
a. Prairie East Addition Lots 171 & 181:   An offer of $25,000 was given to the village for lots 171 & 181 in the new development.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to allow the sale of the lots for $15,000 each.  If both lots are sold together, the purchaser must build a home with the square footage minimum of 4,500 and the lots would need to be combined into one parcel.  Motion carried.
b. Grant Applications:  Ayres Associates submitted the grant applications for Elm Street and Spruce Street on behalf of the village.  There were a total of 461 applications submitted within the State of Wisconsin worth over $530 million dollars in construction costs with only $18 million available for the projects.  We will wait to see if we are granted anything from the applications.

c. Purchase of Lots from the Eleva Strum School District:  The Village of Strum submitted a sealed bid, which was accepted, to purchase Lots A, B, & D of the Strum Elementary School property.  An Offer to Purchase as submitted for the title work to be completed and a closing date set.  The Finance Committee will set up a meeting to decide how to divide up the lots of the purchase. 
C. Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 4320 thru 4372.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to adjourn at 7:24 p.m.  Motion carried.
