The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, July 10, 2023.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, and Bjerke.   Rindal was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on June 12, 2023, as printed.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bjerke and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the Special Village Board Meeting held on June 26, 2023, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Taylor Rathke – Beef River Bullfrogs – Rathke is the new team manager and wanted to introduce himself to the board.  He is eager to work with the village by making the field and team rebuild.
Reports from officers:   
A. Clerk’s Report:  
a. Picnic License:  Strum Community Foundation – July 28-30, 2023 - A motion was made by Bjerke and seconded by Thompson to approve the Picnic License.  Motion carried.
b. Class “B'' Fermented Malt Beverage:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to approve the Class B Beer license for the Beef River Bullfrogs.  Motion carried.
c. Operator’s License:  Taylor J. Rathke – Beef River Bullfrogs - A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to approve the operator’s license.  Motion carried.

Committees:  
A. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
B. Public Works:
a. Alley Construction Project:  Gareth Shambeau of Ayres Associates submitted the first pay request in the amount of $66,120.01.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the pay request.  Motion carried.  Shambeau also stated that while starting the project in the east alley, there are 3 sanitary laterals that are currently under CCU and Strum Locker.  These will need to be corrected by a plumber and have a new location connecting to the sewer line.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to stub the connection as close as possible and discuss the options with the property owners.  Motion carried.  There will be a meeting set up for Tuesday, July 18, 2023 at 6:00 pm to meet with the property owners.
C. Public Welfare:  
a. Spangberg Field:  Bjerke stated that there were two poles dropped off by the field.  There will need to be 14 lights ordered for them along with some other supplies.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to go ahead and order the lights for the poles.  Motion carried.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. Community Room Update:  Berge spoke with Greg Libersky.  Berge was going to order a new door and countertop.  Once we get this, Libersky can come in and complete the job.
b. Woodland Park Update:  The concrete is complete, and the steps are done. The electrical needs to be done at the pavilion.  This will complete the project.
c. Roosters/Chickens within the Village:  There have been complaints about roosters at 221 W Hickory Street.  Being Chief Marsolek is out of the office, Loken will contact the property owner and let them know roosters are not allowed within the Village.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 6507 thru 6541.   Motion carried.
