The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, July 11, 2022.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, Rindal and Bjerke. 
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on June 13, 2022, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Dave Kunes addressed the board with questions regarding Crystal Lake.  He stated that the lake is looking awful and in need of some work.  He was advised about the current study by Ayres Associates and the projected timeline of the lake dredging.
B. Ayres Associates representatives, Gareth, and Nick appeared and gave a presentation on mapping services that they could offer the village.  This would include mapping software that would include new construction, as builts on street projects, water service lines as well as lot lines.  The village would have the opportunity to create a service specifically to fit our needs.  The board will take this information and decide if this is something that the village would benefit from.
Reports from officers:   

A. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License – Colt Carlson – Foolish Pleasure Firehouse, LLC:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the above Operator’s License.  Motion carried.
b. Picnic License:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to approve the Temporary Picnic License for the Strum Community Foundation for BrutusFest to be held on July 29th and 30th.  Motion carried.
c. Picnic License:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the Temporary Picnic License for KevFest to be held on August 6th.  Motion carried.

B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Michael Bautch – 701 Elm Street – Building Permit:  Bautch submitted a permit for a 12’X28’ storage shed.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit submitted.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Welfare:

a. Spangberg Field:  Bjerke gave an update on Spangberg Field.  Both sets of lights on the first base line are out completely.  The field has been fertilized and weed control will have to still be done at a later time.
B. Recycling Committee:

a. The committee had a meeting on July 6, 2022, to discuss the financial status of the center.  The finances are looking good and seem to be on track.
b. There have been some complaints on residences that place garbage out by the curb days before the garbage haulers come for pickup.  The Strum Police Department will be instructed to hang notices on the residences that are doing this and provide them with the Village Ordinance that all receptacles for refuse and rubbish and all bundles of rubbish shall be placed near the curb of the property in an accessible location for the garbage collector not earlier than 24 hours before the regular collection time. All receptacles for refuse and garbage disposal shall be removed from the curbside collection point within 24 hours after the regular collection time.  Loken will also put a notice on social media notifying the public.
C. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. Ash Trees & Stump Removal:  Olson has been removing the ash trees that have been affected by the Emerald Ash Borer on a situational basis, as the most damaged trees first.  There are several trees that have been cut down and the stump removal company is coming this week to grind out the stumps.
b. Camper in West Ally:  Nelson brought up the camper parked in the West ally.  It is on private property and is not in the right-of-way.
c. Viking Golf & Dine:  Berge will be in touch with Missy to schedule a meeting to go over how the golf course operation is going.  Berge will report at the next meeting.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5883 thru 5925.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to adjourn at 8:08 p.m.  Motion carried.
