Committees:  
A. Public Works:

a. Gareth Shambeau from Ayres stated that the project is going very well.  There are a few extras that will need to be done, for example, an additional tree to be removed and add extra blacktop footage.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the first pay application to McCabe Construction in the amount of $68,038.81.  Motion carried.
B. Joint Sewerage Commission:  
a. A Commission meeting will need to be scheduled to discuss the replacement of a sampler.  Nelson will coordinate a meeting.
C. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. Highway 10 Walk Under:  There will be road work done on the portion of US Highway 10 sometime in 2024.  Stendahl brought up the possibility of having a “walk under” culvert placed under the road to have access to the Strum Community Trails from the south side of the highway.  This will be investigated to see if there will possibly be a grant that would be available to help with the cost.  This will be tabled until a later date.
b. August Board Meeting Date:  A motion was made Berge and seconded by Bjerke to push the August 9, 2021, meeting back a week to August 16, 2021.  Motion carried.
