The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, June 10, 2019.
Meeting called to order:

President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.

A. Al Hulberg:   Al Hulberg and David Berge brought up that the equipment at the Viking is getting old and some of the equipment is worn out.  Al spends a lot of time repairing the mowers and irrigation system.  He has spent more time on fixing the pond this year than anything else.  Berge was going to look into a place to get clay to seal up the pond.  Berge will also talk to a couple of contractors to see about a price.  The board will also look into budgeting for mower updates.

Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed and employees that have accumulated compensatory time were encouraged to use it when possible.
B. Public Works:  
a. 2019 Street Project:  Gareth Shambow from Ayres Associates had submitted the first pay request from Haas & Son.  Ayres reported that the project is going really well and is tentatively set to put down the first lift of asphalt within the next week.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Heidenreich to pay the payment request in the amount of $155,677.07.  Motion carried.
b. Spruce Street Drainage Ditch:  The drainage ditch needs to be dug out due to the issues of it filling up.  Berge has talked to the Town of Unity about helping to dig out the ditch.  They will be able to assist our public works department towards the end of summer.  Once this is done, the water should flow better.
c. Culvert on 4th Avenue:  Berge had gone to look at the culvert on 4th Avenue S. and stated that there was a lot of debris and roughage that seemed to be blocking the flow into the culvert.  Brad Olson will look into digging out and possibly placing some concrete to help with the wash out.

d. Sewer Line Issues:  Berge discussed on-going sewer backup issues at 314 – 5th Avenue S.  The homeowners have the sewer lines cleared out monthly to avoid sewer backups.  Also, the property at 305 Elm Street has the same issue but needs to be cleared out annually.  Olson will get something set up with a contractor to come and get the services repaired.
C. Public Welfare:
a. Spangberg Field:  Berge spoke with Buck Webb and there are a few parents that have young children that are willing to do some work at the ball park.  They would like to help do improvements to the concession and the field.
b. Purchasing Policy for Village & Campground Purchases & Services:  The Parks Committee met and was wondering if Jeremy had permission to purchase supplies and items for the campground.  They instructed him to purchase a push lawn mower from Menards for $150.00.  It was advised that Jeremy should not be purchasing under the village and purchases should be done through the public works or clerk’s office.  It is for village employees only.
D. Finance:
a. Spec House in Prairie East Addition:  The committee met and had a discussion on the option to construct a spec home to sell in the Prairie East Addition.  They would need to do research for a realtor and contractor that would have input in what would be the best type of home to construct.  The committee will do some further research and report back to the board.
E. Solid Waste Management:
ORDINANCE # 32-95 SOLID WASTE HAULER LICENSE  

Sec. 12-1763 – Solid Waste or Recyclable Hauler License.

In applying for a Village of Strum Solid Waste or Recyclable Hauler License, applicant agrees that compliance by the applicant with the following shall be a condition of the issuance of and the continuation of the license:

(1)
Compliance with all ordinances, rules and regulations whether in existence at the time of issuance of the license or enacted subsequent thereto, which ordinances include, but specifically are not limited to, the Village of Strum Recycling Ordinance.  

(2) 
All solid waste handled by the licensee, which is generated at the Strum/Unity Recycling Center or within the Village of Strum, must be transported to the LaCrosse County RFD facility in accordance with the terms of the existing contract between the Village of Strum and Township of Unity and LaCrosse County; or to such other facilities as Strum/Unity shall designate or agree upon.  This does not include demolition refuse.  Licensee must submit to the Village of Strum Clerk an annual report of total tonnage hauled to landfill or incinerator complexes.

(3)
Licensee is required to comply with and inform their clients and customers of state and local recycling law requirements.  These requirements and information can be included in billings, garbage bag packages, or direct mail.  Recyclables cannot be included in garbage bags dropped off at the recycling center or at curbside pickup.

(4) 
Licensee must maintain on file a copy of the license and any rules, ordinance or regulations from Strum/Unity given to it.  Haulers must carry liability insurance.

EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect after passage and publication.

G. Miscellaneous:  
a. Oak Street & 7th Avenue Properties:  There have been some complaints about trailers that have been parked on the streets.  The ordinance states that there is a 72 hour limit for on street parking.  The owners of the trailers will be notified and will be asked to move them.

b. Flag Poles:  Berge stated that Xcel would charge $7,000-$8,000 to remove the pole that would be in the way.  Berge stated that the poles could be pushed back towards the cemetery and make it look nice.
c. 2018 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to adopt Resolution #2019-2, the annual report sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
H. Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 3953 thru 3997.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Heidenreich to adjourn at 8:58 p.m.  Motion carried.
