f. Provisional Operator’s License:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to approve the Provisional Operator’s License for Michelle L. Peaslee for M & M Bar.  Motion carried.
B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Mary Steffenson – 303 – 4th Avenue S – Fence Permit:  Steffenson spoke with Olson regarding constructing a fence.  He went over the setbacks and regulations with her.  A motion was made by Bjerke and seconded by Berge to approve the fence permit submitted.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Safety:

a. Fireworks:  Officer Jacobitz will be issuing permits for lighting off fireworks within the village.  Mike Studebaker made an appearance and would like to light off fireworks over Crystal Lake on July 3rd from the point off by the old tennis courts.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to allow the fireworks display pending Studebaker provides insurance and contacts the nearby residents with notice of display.  Motion carried.
B. Public Welfare:

a. Spangberg Field:  There is an issue with the first base set of lights at the baseball field.  The breaker as been reset and there is possibly a bad ballast.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to delay the repairs until the new budget season.  Motion carried.
C. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
b. The background, drug testing and psychological exam has been completed on Officer Jacobitz.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to officially hire Officer Tyler Jacobitz for the Strum Police Department.  Motion carried.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. Crushed Concrete Pile:  Brian Long appeared to discuss the ATV/UTV clubs desire to purchase a portion of the crushed concrete for the DNR trails.  He is also asking if there would be a possibility to have some help with moving and laying a portion in the areas that are hard to get to with trucks.  The board will discuss a price on the sale of the gravel.  We will get back to Long with a price.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to purchase and install gates to lock off the end of Oak Street to secure the concrete pile.  Motion carried.
b. Ayres Associates – Crystal Lake District Maps:  Ayres engineers attended the meeting and provided maps and consultation data with project estimates for the dredging of Crystal Lake.  The estimate at this time is $1,349,444.40.  These estimates are generous and could be considerably less at the time of the project.
c. ARPA Fund Projects:  The estimates for the projects are in.  The concrete walking trail in Woodland Park is $15,500.00.  The pavilion addition would be as follows, a 32’X64’ structure $22,416.00, 30’X64’ structure $19,649.00 or a 30’X56’ structure $17,667.00.  Berge is waiting on a concrete bid.  The bleachers that would be at Spangberg Field are priced between $5,000.00 and $7,000.00 depending on the height.  Bjerke will obtain a more definite cost.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Rindal to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5827 thru 5882.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Rindal to adjourn at 8:41 p.m.  Motion carried.
