The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, June 14, 2021.
Meeting called to order:

President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Berge to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on May 10, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Shawn Darling – 208 Oak Street – Garage:  Shawn Darling is moving the garage to the side of the house.  The neighbor, Ryan Berge, signed a statement that he is fine with it being within less than 5 feet form the side lot line.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Rindal to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
b. Doug & Linda Borgen – 828 Butternut Drive – New home:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit for new home construction.  Motion carried.
Committees:  
A. Public Safety:

a. Fireworks over Crystal Lake:  There were plans of Mike Studebaker lighting off fireworks over Crystal Lake on July 10th, but they have now been cancelled and he will be doing them at another location.  The Public Safety Committee will be meeting in the future to discuss the size of fireworks that will be allowed to be displayed within the village.
B. Finance Committee:
a. There was an offer to purchase of Lots 7 & 8 in the Prairie East Addition at $15,000 per lot.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to approve the sale of both lots.  Motion carried.
C. Public Works:

a. The road construction crew has started on Spruce Street and has the trees removed and asphalt cleared off.  The pipe crew will be coming soon to start on the water/sewer lines.  The retention pond has been formed and will have some more work done leveling it off.
D. Public Welfare:

a. Thank you to Greg Rindal for picking up the fence topper in Eau Claire.  There are volunteers from the Bullfrogs and Cardinal parents that will be scheduling a time to get it put on the fence.  There have been some issues with the bathrooms not being cleaned and leaving feces in the toilet.  The teams have been addressed about this issue and they will take care of it.  Buck Webb found a groomer for sale.  The high school go in on it and they will reach out to Strum Community Foundation to see if they would be willing to contribute.  Olson had checked on pricing to have the parking lots topped with asphalt millings.  It would be approximately $5,000.00 to do both the Rod & Gun parking lot and Spangberg Field parking lot.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to get some millings and do the parking lot by the Rod & Gun and Spangberg Field.  Motion carried.
E. Joint Sewerage Commission:  
a. There was a meeting with Davy Engineering regarding the outstanding invoices.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to pay the outstanding invoices that are on file.  Motion carried.
F. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed.
G. Miscellaneous:
a. Pile of items behind the outfield fence by the Viking:  The items belong to Al Hulberg and the Viking Golf & Dine.  There are aluminum cans and parts from the equipment shed.  This will be moved and taken care of.
b. Lion Head Fountain:  Tom Auger Jr., has inquired about the old Lion Head that was by Woodland Park.  It was removed because it was not working, and the base was becoming detached due to rusting bolts.  Being that it was donated from the Lions Club, he will be directed to contact a member to see if he can either have it or purchase it.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5190 thru 5241.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to adjourn at 8:18 p.m.  Motion carried.
