The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, June 8, 2020.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Nelson, Heidenreich and Bjerke.  Stendahl was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.

B. Kevin Skoug – Mr. Skoug addressed the board on the Spruce Street ditch drainage as well.  He stated that last fall there were talks of laying a matting down to help the grass take better.  Mr. Skoug also brought up making sure that the Village keeps their own sidewalks shoveled during the winter months.  He stated that if we require residents to keep theirs cleaned off, the Village’s should be as well.
C. Strum-Unity Fire Department – Chief Rindal – Rindal and Jeremy Shermo appeared before the board asking if the SUFD would be able to partner up and host a fireworks show with Mike Studebaker on July 3rd.  They would like to have it over by the Crystal Lake Campground pavilion.  They would like to have a fund raiser by selling brats and hot dogs.  Due to COVID-19, the social distancing rule will be recommended to people in attendance.

Committees:  
A. Personnel Committee:
a. The Flexible Time off Report was reviewed.  Comp time is being used as best as it can be.
B. Public Welfare:  
a. Crystal Lake Campground:  The campground is open to seasonal campers and the restrictions for the COVID-19 pandemic is being followed.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Nelson to follow the recommended guidelines from the Trempealeau County Health Department.  Motion carried.
b. Fire Department Fireworks:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Heidenreich to approve the Strum-Unity Fire Department to have a fireworks display the evening of Friday, July 3rd at Crystal Lake Campground.  Motion carried.
c. Rip Rap Project:  The rip rap project bids were submitted.  The portion that was submitted for Johnson Creek will not be completed due to the property owner declining the project be done.  There is another section up stream on the Buffalo River, that will be looked at to see if it may be an option.  The credits need to be in place by September 20, 2020.  
d. Beach renovation:  There has been discussion on renovating the Crystal Lake beach area some time ago.  Berge suggested that we bring in recycled concrete from the dump site and have breaker rock placed on top of that.  The Public Works department will start working on the concrete.  
e. Reduce mowing:  There are a few places within the village that mowing can be cut back.  The section below the dam, by the end of the campground and across the highway by where the old shed was.  These sections can be planted with prairie grass eventually and have it fill in naturally.
C. Finance Committee:
a. Strum-Unity Fire Department will meet with the Village of Strum representatives and Town of Unity representative to discuss the purchase of an engine.  The approximate cost to have it built is approximately $500,000.00.  A motion by Berge and seconded by Bjerke to purchase the new engine with the Town of Unity and to contact CCF about financing.  Motion carried.
D. Joint Sewer Commission:  
a. Nelson will be setting up a Commission meeting soon.
b. 2019 Eleva-Strum Joint Sewerage Commission CMAR:  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2020-1, the annual report that is sent to the DNR.  Motion carried.
E. Miscellaneous:

a. 2019 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Heidenreich to adopt Resolution #2020-2, the annual report sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
b. Open Book & Board of Review Update:  Kevin Irwin from Irwin Appraisals did the Open Book and had no attendees.  Board of Review has been completed and we were informed that there were 18 home sales within the village in 2019.
F. Roll call vote to go into closed session pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(c) to discuss Village employee concerns.  Berge – yes, Thompson – yes, Nelson – yes, Heidenreich – yes, Bjerke – yes, and Boehne – yes.  

Thereupon, discussion was held in closed session.
