RESOLUTION

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING COVENANTS AND BUILDING RESTRICTIONS FOR THE SPRUCE STREET ADDITION TO THE VILLAGE OF STRUM


WHEREAS, the Village of Strum owns certain land in the Village of Strum, Trempealeau County, Wisconsin, that is described as follows:

THE PLAT OF "SPRUCE STREET SUBDIVISION", BEING LOTS 1 THROUGH 10 OF BLOCK 1 AND LOTS 1 THROUGH 10 OF BLOCK 3 OF 1955 ADDITION

TO STRUM WISCONSIN, LOCATED IN PART OF THE SOUTHWEST 1/4 OF THE NORTHEAST 1/4 OF SECTION 19, TOWNSHIP 24 NORTH, RANGE 8 WEST, VILLAGE OF STRUM, TREMPEALEAU COUNTY,

WISCONSIN AND BEING MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS:

LOTS 1 THROUGH 10 OF BLOCK 1 AND LOTS 1 THROUGH 10 OF BLOCK 3 OF 1955 ADDITION TO STRUM WISCONSIN

SAID PARCEL CONTAINS 176,714 SQUARE FEET OR 4.05 ACRES, MORE OR LESS AND IS SUBJECT TO RESTRICTIONS, RIGHT OF WAY, AND EASEMENTS OF RECORD.
WHEREAS, the Village of Strum has subdivided the above-described lands and intends to sell lots for the residential development of said lands;

WHEREAS, at prior Village Board meetings the Village Board has discussed and made motions regarding the setting of covenants and restrictions on the development of the lots;

WHEREAS, the Village Board believes that the establishment of covenants and restrictions will provide for the orderly development of the property, enhance the community, assist in maintaining property values, promote the general safety and welfare of the Village and is in the best interests of the public;

WHEREAS, the Village Board realizes that certain covenants and restrictions may need to be amended, waived, and/or updated to address changes in building methods and needs, the public good, unforeseen circumstances or conditions and other situations that may have to be addressed as individual and unique instances;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Village Board of Trustees for the Village of Strum, Trempealeau County, Wisconsin, does herby authorize the establishment and recording of the following covenants and restrictions for the above-described lands:

Village of Strum 

Trempealeau County, Wisconsin

Spruce Street Building Covenants

1. Building regulation currently in force in the Village will apply with some additional: 
a. Parcel is zoned R-Residential with single -family homes only. 
b. One house per lot; building one house on double lots not allowed. Lots may not contain a garage without a dwelling. 
c. Side and back setbacks to be 10% of lot width with a minimum of 10’; front setbacks 30’-52’ from edge of blacktop to correspond with adjacent homes. 
d. All homes must have minimum 22’x22’garage, constructed when house is built, with a maximum size of 60% of the home’s first floor square footage. Post frame construction is not allowed. Paved driveway must be installed upon completion of home construction. 
e. Mandatory erosion controls must be in place during home construction and remain in place until lawns and any retaining walls are in place. Plans for erosion control must be specified upon applying for building permit. 
f. Rooflines on dwellings and garages must be consistent and have a minimum 4/12 pitch and a minimum 12” eaves. 

g. Exterior siding on garages must match type and color of siding that is installed on the home built on the same lot. 

h. Lots must have homes built on them within 3 years from time of purchase. Failure to do so will result in sale of the lot back to the Village of Strum at 20% less than original purchase price. 

i. All homes must meet UDC standard for building materials. Post frame construction is not allowed. 

2. Lots will be designated as follows: 

a. Tier 1, Lots 1,2 & 8 of block Two, (See attached reference A’ Spruce Street subdivision map) dwelling minimum 1200 square feet, maximum of 1600 square feet with minimum of 700 square feet on the first floor with the remaining square footage on the second floor.

b. Tier 2, Lots 1-6 of Block One, 1-6 of Block Three. (See attached reference A’ Spruce Street (subdivision map) dwelling minimum 1400 square feet with minimum of 800 square feet on the first floor with remaining square footage on the second floor. 

Single Story: Entire square footage of first is above grade.

Two Story: Entire square footage of first and second floor is above grade. 

Raised Ranch (Split Entry): Two level home with split entry where the majority of the lower level is a maximum of 42” below grade. In this instance the lower level may be included as living space. 

For the purposes of paragraph 2 of the covenant 
Square feet shall include the total floor area of the residence excluding garages, breezeways and porches. Floor area shall include that area as defined under Administrative Code Chapter Comm20.07 (34m) Floor Area, (34e) First Floor, but shall exclude that area considered as Basement under 20.07(8) with the exception of the above defined Raised Ranch/Split Entry. 

B. Public Welfare:

a. Update of Spangberg Field – Brad Olson contacted Hayworth Fence and it will be fixed by March 31, 2022.  Motion by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to proceed with Hayworth Fence to repair the fence.  Motion carried.
C. Recycling Committee:

a. Update from meeting on March 9, 2022 – At the meeting, it was discussed the Recycling Center in 2021 was again operating at a loss.  There was discussion about having curbside pickup from an outside hauler.  This will possibly be discussed further at a later date.  The price list was updated to reflect the increase in charges that are accrued by the Village.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Berge to approve the price list increase.  Motion carried.  This list will be updated by Loken and printed out for the Recycling Center to have and placed on the website.
D. Personnel Committee:
a. Flexible Time Off sheet was reviewed.
E. Miscellaneous:

a. ARPA Funds: At the April meeting, Village Trustees will bring some ideas to discuss the ARPA Funding possible projects.
b. Crystal Lake District:  Ayres Associates provided mapping of the current study of the lake dredging project.  They will have a representative at the next meeting to address the progress and any questions that the board may have.
Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendhal to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5681 thru 5727.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Rindal to adjourn at 8:08 p.m.  Motion carried.
