MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

March 9, 2015
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, March 9, 2015.

Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  Also attending were Village employees Craig Moltzau and Brad Olson. The following board members were present: Gerritts, Thompson, Nelson, Bjerke, Gilbertson and Taylor.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on February 9, 2015, as printed. Motion carried.
Appearances by Citizens and Others: 
A. Viking Area Recreation Board:  Representatives from the Viking Area Recreation Board expressed concerns about Viking Golf & Dine, LLC honoring the extended memberships which were bought by the 5 individuals during the “Save the Viking” drive.  Bill Sterry was hoping wording would have been in the lease to honor these memberships and  the Viking Board was hoping the Village would have included that into the current lease.  As of the date of the meeting, it was uncertain if Viking Golf & Dine, LLC were going to accept the memberships from those individuals.
Reports from Officers:
A. Police Chief: Nothing to report.
B. Zoning Commissioner: 
a. Craig Cegielski:  A building permit was submitted for a garage located at 339 Chestnut Court.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Bjerke to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
b. David & Marsha Girtman:  A building permit was submitted for a garage located at 329 Woodland Drive.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Gilbertson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

C. Clerk:  
a. Operator’s License:   Michelle Gore – Countryside Coop - A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Bjerke to approve an Operator’s License.  Motion carried.

Reports from Committees:

A. Personnel:  Nothing to report.
B. Finance:  
a. Farm Land Rental Agreement:  The 35 acres that Hammlin Farms rents, which is on the north side of Highway 10, currently has a 5 year Rental Agreement with the former Viking Area Recreation.  A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Thompson to re-write the rental agreement between the Village of Strum and Hammlin Farms in the amount of $3,250.00 per year for the years of 2015-2018.  Motion carried.

C. Public Works:  Nothing to report.
D. Public Safety: 
a. There was discussion on Private Garage Ordinance Sec. 48-196.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Taylor to change the wording to “All detached private garages shall not be greater than 10% in height of the existing house, measured at the existing grade.”  Roll call vote and Thompson abstained.  Motion carried.
E. Public Welfare: 
a. Parks & Recreation Committee Meeting:  Summary of the meeting held on February 28, 2015, was the concession stand that was being donated was going to cost approximately $875.00 to haul and $900.00 to load/unload.  The board decided that this would not be in the best interest to get something like that.  There was also discussion regarding replacing the bleachers.  They have been a hazard and will be repaired for this season to make them usable.  The committee will look into new bleachers for following years.
F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report:  
a. Thompson reported that the 2014 Annual Report is available.  The Strum Library was down 16% on circulation for the past year.  There are 772 Strum residents and 313 non-residents that have utilized the library.
H. Joint Sewage Commission:  Nothing to report.
I. Miscellaneous: 
a. Brad verified truck prices.  They stayed the same from December 2014.  A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Gerritts to purchase the new truck with a plow.  Motion carried.
Approval of Vouchers and Journal Entries: A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Gilbertson to pay the following bills and approve all journal entries. Check #’s 36676 thru 36722. Motion carried.
Adjournment: A motion was made by Gilbertson and seconded by Gerritts to adjourn at 8:30 p.m. Motion carried.
