MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

May 10, 2021
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, May 10, 2021.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, Rindal and Bjerke arrived at 6:58 pm.  
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on April 12, 2021, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Pastor Tom Kresal appeared and voiced his concerns about having No Wake signage put up by the boat ramp in the campground.  There was a sign some time ago and Olson will put one up.  Kresal also is concerned about the jake brake noise.  He stated that sound travels and requests that signage be put up on Highway 10.  Boehne stated that being it is a state highway, it would be up to the State of Wisconsin if they would put up a sign.
Reports from officers:   

A. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License:  
i. Jennifer Ann Morano at M & M Bar and Natisha Nelson at Foolish Pleasure – A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the Operator’s License.  Motion carried.

b. Provisional License:
i. Alison R. Gilbertson – Countryside Cooperative – A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Berge to approve the Provisional License.  Motion carried.
B. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Shawn Peil – 220 Oak Street – Garage Addition:  Shawn Peil is doing an addition to his garage.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to approve the addition.  Motion carried.
b. Donna Byington – 232 3rd Avenue S – Fence:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the building permit for her fence.  Motion carried.
c. Jeff & Jennifer Engum – 313 4th Avenue S. – 12’X14’ Garden Shed:  Permit is not needed.
Committees:  
A. Public Welfare:

a. There was discussion of the extension of the water/sewer to Tim and Ann Schiefelbein’s property at 700 Elm Street.  They will need a pump to help get the sewage back to Elm Street.  The concern from Public Works was the location of the curb stop.  This will be looked at when the project is being done.
B. Joint Sewerage Commission:  
a. There will be a meeting with Davy Engineering regarding the outstanding invoices on May 25th, 2021 at 6:30 pm in the Strum Community Room.
b. 2020 Eleva-Strum Joint Sewerage Commission CMAR:  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2021-1; the annual report to be sent to the DNR.  Motion carried.
C. Personnel Committee:
a. The flexible time off was reviewed and the amount of compensatory time is getting high and not being used as directed in the Personnel Handbook.  A Personnel Committee meeting will be scheduled to come up with a plan.
b. Loken brought up possibility of having the office closed on Friday afternoons like last year.  This is a good way for vacation hours to be used being the office is incredibly quiet in the summer.  The board agreed.
D. Miscellaneous:
a. 2020 Strum CMAR:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to adopt Resolution #2021-2; the annual report to be sent to the DNR.   Motion carried.
b. There will be a Rod & Gun Youth Fishing Contest on May 15th on Crystal Lake.  Stendahl requested that No Parking signs be put up along the dam area to keep it open for the kids.  The Strum Police Department will have an officer on duty as well.  Drop Zone Portables will be donating another porta potty for the event as well. 
c. Potholes & Street Repair:  Olson has picked up another load of blacktop from the county and will be doing more patching.  He will look into see how much it would be for blade patching on Elm Street and Hickory Street. 

d. Last months meeting there was discussion on hiring a part-time position to help at the Recycling Center.  The small green bags will be sold for 2 bags for $4.00 until they are gone.  A larger purple bag will be then available at $5.00 per bag, replacing all the green bags.  A postcard mailer will be created and sent out to the Village of Strum residents notifying them of the change if the garbage bags.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Bjerke to proceed with these costs.  Motion carried.
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Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 5141 thru 5189.   Motion carried.

Motion made by Nelson and seconded by Berge to go into closed session.  Roll call vote to go into closed session pursuant to Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(c) to discuss Village employee concerns.  Berge – yes, Thompson – yes, Nelson – yes, Stendahl – yes, Bjerke – yes, Hanson – yes and Boehne – yes.  

Thereupon, discussion was held in closed session.  

Motion made by Nelson and seconded by Hanson to come out of closed session.  Roll call vote to adjourn closed session and reconvene into open session to render any decision made in closed session.  Berge – yes, Thompson – yes, Nelson – yes, Stendahl – yes, Bjerke – yes, Hanson – yes and Boehne – yes.
