MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village Community Room on Monday, May 8, 2023.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Stendahl, Nelson, Rindal and Bjerke.   
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied with:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on April 10, 2023, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Tim Mitchell – Water Service Connection – Mitchell addressed the board regarding the alley construction project.  Currently, he has his water meter in the neighboring building.  Per State Code, this will need to be changed and his business will need its own service line.  Mitchell stated that this will be a problem due to where the water line needs to be put.  He is stating that his concrete will need to be dug up if it can’t be done by a directional bore.  He stated that the Village did not connect with him years ago and feels like it is the Village’s responsibility to cover this.  Brad Olson will contact the contractor and meet with Mitchell to discuss the options.
B. Dave & Marlys Bjorklund – Utility Bill – Bjorklund’s were upset at their March utility bill.  The Village has them trickle water in the winter due to shallow water line.  They feel like the quarterly estimate was higher than it should have been.  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Nelson to adjust the billing to 6000 gallons for the quarter.  Motion carried.
C. Mary Peterson – Residential Complaint – Peterson had sent an email last November to the board members asking for them to observe the condition of the property at 533 – 7th Avenue S. She stated that there are run down vehicles, lumber, junk etc.  At that time, a letter was sent to the property owner and Chief Marsolek stopped by to let them know to clean up the property.  Peterson stated that it hasn’t gotten better and had pictures of the property.  The Public Safety Chair Greg Rindal and Chief Marsolek will go speak with the property owners again and address the ordinance violations.
D. Jeremy Hanson – Strum Residence LLC Complaint – Hanson resides at 202 Elm Street and is directly to the west of Strum Residence LLC.  The workers walk through his yard with garbage and also smoke on the front sidewalk and drop cigarette butts.  He is tired of cleaning up after them and would like something done.  Hanson has called the Village Hall numerous times and Clerk Loken has been in contact with the owners and the property manager.  The Public Safety Committee will talk to Chief Marsolek and get this situation resolved.
