The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, November 14, 2016.

Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present: Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Nelson and Stendahl. Booth was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Gerritts to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on October 10, 2016, as printed. Motion carried.
Appearances by Citizens and Others:  
Disa Wahlstrand and Gareth Shambeau from Ayres Associates attended the board meeting thanking the village for their business.  
Reports from officers:
A. Police Chief:  Nothing to report.
B. Zoning Commissioner:  Nothing to report.
C. Clerk:  
a. Election Results:  The 2016 General Election went really well. The village had 516 voters with no incidents.  Election Day went smooth and stayed steady.  
b. Operator’s License:  Paige M. Nelson – Countryside Cooperative - A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Stendahl to approve the Operator’s License.  Motion carried.

Reports from Committees:

A. Personnel:  
a. The Personnel Committee will be meeting with employees on November 21st at 6:00 pm to discuss benefit changes.
B. Finance:  

a. The Finance Committee met October 17 and November 7 to work on the 2017 Budget.  With the recommendations from different committees, the village will increase the budget by 1.5%.  The mill rate will increase $.10 per $1000.00.  The budget will include a street project with the projected amount of $350,000.00.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Windjue to accept the 2017 Budget for the Village of Strum.  Motion carried.
b. There will be a Final Budget Hearing on Monday, November 28, 2016 at 6:00 pm.

c. Discussion on the Viking Golf & Dine lease.  Al & Missy have not yet decided on the 2017 season.  An overview of 2016 was that golfing was up; but the bar/restaurant side was down in sales.  It was recommended that the lease remain the same as the previous year.  Boehne will be talking with them about the new lease.
C. Public Works: 
a. Moltzau brought up a problem that the village is having at the brush/compost site.  There have been many items dropped off from residents that are consisting of tires, couches, lumber with nails and miscellaneous household junk.  Moltzau has ordered new signs to replace the unreadable ones that are currently there.  This issue will be revisited if there continues to be a problem.
D. Public Safety: 
a. Committee met on November 9th, 2016 to discuss some needs that police department is looking at.  Chief Marsolek brought up that there is approximately 86,000 miles on the current squad and suggested that we look at a new police vehicle.  The committee brought up getting a Tahoe vs. a truck.  There was discussion and it was decided that both types of quotes should be considered.  A post spotlight needs to be installed on the squad.  Also, the computer that is in the office is very outdated and could be upgraded to a newer version.  Windjue will check back with the officers regarding quotes.

F. Solid Waste Management:  Nothing to report.
G. Library Board Report: Nothing to report.
H. Joint Sewage Commission:  Nothing to report.
I. Miscellaneous:  
a. Boehne  brought up that there will be a Public Hearing on Trempealeau County Farmland Preservation Plan and Amendment to Trempealeau County Comprehensive Plan on December 7, 2016 at 9:00 am in the County

Board Room in Whitehall.
