Approval of minutes:

A. Kevin Skoug appeared and asked some questions on tearing down his existing garage and replacing it with a new garage.  He will get more information from Brad Olson regarding the maximum square footage and setback requirements.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:
a. Dilapidated fence at the property 403 – 5th Avenue S. There are 3 panels of fencing that is leaning and falling apart.  A letter will be sent to the property owner asking if the fence can be taken down or repaired.  There are also pine trees that have been trimmed and cut with only the trunks standing.  This will be addressed as well.

A. Public Works:

a. Update on Spruce Street Project:  Shambeau reported that a water shut-off was paved over in the street.  The blacktop has been torn up to make it accessible.  McCabe will be having a paving crew comeback and repave that portion of the street.
