MINUTES OF REGULAR BOARD MEETING

October 14, 2019
The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, October 14, 2019.
Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:33 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present:  Berge, Thompson, Windjue, Heidenreich, Nelson and Stendahl.    
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Windjue to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on September 9, 2019, as printed.  Motion carried.

Appearances by Citizens and Others:   

A. Kevin Skoug:  Kevin addressed the board regarding some issues that he felt needed addressing around the village.  The maintenance of the beach needs to be looked at.  Making sure that weeds are controlled in the beach area as well as looking at putting pellets in the water to eliminate the weed growth.  He suggested that flags be placed down 5th Avenue for Memorial Day as well as the 4th of July.  He would continue to have the flowers and hoping that there will be someone to step up and help with them.  Street sweeping needs to be done on a more consistent basis.  Many parts of the village have not been swept much this year.
B. Dennis & Raquel Paragas:  Mr. & Mrs. Paragas attended the board meeting to introduce themselves to the board members.  They are planning on purchasing Crystal Lake Manor and making it into an assisted living facility. They are currently working on the building inspection and submitting all of the licensing requirements.  They are hoping for the closing of the property sale to be in the middle of November.
Reports from officers:   
A. Zoning Commissioner:

a. Dennis Clark – 522 6th Ave S. – 14’X22’ Garage:  Building permit to build a 14’X22’ garage.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
b. Justin & Sarah Roberts – 206 Spruce Street W.:  Building permit to install a fence on their property.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Windjue to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

c. Ed & Cathy Staelans – Purchase of the Strum Pharmacy Building:  Staelens has intentions of purchasing the building that once was the Strum Pharmacy.  They would like to renovate the building to accommodate living space in the rear and have an office in the front of the building.  The board members would like Staelens to come to the next board meeting and present his intentions as they will do some research as to if this would be a possibility.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Thompson to postpone until the November meeting.  Motion carried.

B. Clerk:
a. Operator’s License:  MaryAnne Rehberg – M & M Bar - A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to deny Rehberg’s Operator’s License application due to prior convictions on her record.  Motion carried.
b. 2020 Census:  A regional representative for the US Census office came to talk to Boehne and Loken regarding the timeline and upcoming 2020 Census.  There will be more communication with the community encouraging people to partake in the Census.  
Committees:  
A. Personnel:  
a. The Flexible Time-off report was reviewed. 
b. Personnel Reviews will be completed this following week.
B. Public Works:  
a. Village Hall Roof Update:  Roof was fixed by Maurer Roofing and the bill will be paid this month.
C. Public Safety:
a. Update of Park Hours Ordinance:   A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to change the closing hours of the parks from 11:00 pm to 10:00 pm.  Motion carried.
D. Finance:
a. Committee scheduled a meetings for October 22nd at 5:30 pm and October 29th at 6:00 pm for budget preparation.  
E. Solid Waste Management:
a. Recycling Committee needs to set up a meeting to work on the 2020 Budget.  Nelson will get it scheduled.
F. Miscellaneous:  
a. Rip Rap Bids:  The project on the North side of the dam and old tennis courts was tabled at the Finance Committee meeting and a suggestion was made that it could be conjoined to the next year project.  Heidenreich brought up that rock prices are continuing to rise and the time frame to do the projects next year may be limited.  A motion was made by Berge and seconded by Stendahl to go ahead the bid from Sokup and proceed with the project this year.  Motion carried.
G. Approval of Vouchers:  A motion was made by Stendahl and seconded by Thompson to pay the following bills.  Check #’s 4139 thru 4205.   Motion carried.

Adjournment:  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Nelson to adjourn at 7:37 p.m.  Motion carried.
