The regular meeting of the Village Board, of the Village of Strum, Wisconsin, Trempealeau County, was held in the Village office on Monday, September 12, 2016.

Meeting called to order: 

The meeting was called to order by the Village President, Dean Boehne at 6:30 p.m.  Village Clerk, Michelle Loken, took the minutes of the meeting.  The following board members were present: Gerritts, Thompson, Windjue, Nelson and Stendahl. Booth was absent.
Open Meeting Law Requirements Have Been Complied With:
President Boehne announced the open meetings law requirements have been met for the meeting.
Approval of minutes: 

A motion was made by Gerritts and seconded by Thompson to approve the minutes from the regular Village Board Meeting held on August 8, 2016, as printed. Motion carried.
Appearances by Citizens and Others:  
Greg Rindal and Jeremy Shermo addressed the board regarding the replacement of the primary engine.  This will need to be done in approximately 5 years; so the fire department would like a committee set up to make a plan for financing for the future.  The cost will be anywhere from $200,000 to $400,000.  Rindal will contact the board later to set up the committee.

a. Dean Erickson – 132 Hawthorn Street - Building permit to put an addition on the house and garage.  A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Thompson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.

a. A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Stendahl to approve Ordinance 2016-4 annexing property from David Ness into the Village of Strum.  Motion carried.
b. There was discussion on the commercial property located at 309 – 2nd Ave S that was recently purchased by Leland Christianson.  There have been concerns what will be done at this property.  President Boehne had talked to Christianson and was informed that it will be used for dry storage of his products only, primarily gloves.  This will eliminate Christianson from having numerous semi-trailers behind his plant that he currently uses for storage.  Christianson has intentions of adding on to the building next year to include loading docks.  
E. Public Welfare:  
a. Brad Olson inquired about if the User Agreement had been set up for the use of Spangberg Field.  He has had requests made to him about field repairs and is unsure of how to answer them or where to direct them.  Stendahl stated that he would be the one to contact until the agreement is complete.  CJ’s Lawn Care submitted an invoice for spraying fertilizer on the field in May.  This was not an approved invoice so payment was denied.
